Pietro Ferru:f,'''k}~:fonda~µ~,,.,.­
avait vite obtenu des collaborations de compagnes et de compagnons; on trouvera 
ici son témoignage, avec quelques autres. Après son départ précipité de Suisse, 
Marie-Christine et Marianne ont tenu le gouvernail et manié la ronéo, d'autres sont 
venus se joindre à elles. Arriverai-je à me souvenir de tous les noms ? André encore 
et toujours, pour les locaux, les transports, les étagères, avec José, Claude, Landré; 
Gilles dont on retrouve l'écriture sur des brochures; Nicolas pour les aménagements 
à Lausanne; Roslyn de Brisbane, Anna de Vienne, qui y ont passé des années 
d'études, Alain qui y est revenu souvent; Chris et Dave nous ont apporté leurs 
connaissances professionnelles; Nicolas Walter qui, comme Bas, y a séjourné avec sa 
famille; Piro a relié; Fourni puis Yoshi puis Mamoru et Julien ont aidé à déchiffrer 
le japonais, Guo et Diane le chinois, Armand puis Karen le yiddish. 

Quand il nous a fallu retourner à Genève en 1974, c'est Wenzel qui a aidé Marie­
Christine à faire les paquets, c'est Alejandro qui a sillonné les rues sur son Solex, 
comme moi, à la recherche d'un local avant d'y tenir des permanences, c'est Jean­
Luc, Serge, Harold, Xavier qui ont rangé les bouquins et détricoté les ficelles. Sacho 
venait régulièrement demander «quoi de neuf». Eolo, José, Rossella ont fait des 
stages, Gabriel a fouiné. 

On a dû fermer un an, par lassitude; puis sont venus Anne et Pierre, avec tous les 
autres, Juan, Andrea, Philippe, Roland, Fiore, Pierre, les cuistots lyonnais ... 

Quinze ans plus tard, nous nous sommes remis à faire paquets et transports, avec

le voisin Giuseppe, quelques-uns de mes frères, ... 

Et on a remis de l'ordre, et on s'est remis à cataloguer. Un beau jour l'infor­
matique a fait son apparition, et tout le catalogage a recommencé, avec Marianeke, 
Claude, Silvia, Cédric, Ismaël, Kim, Ioulia, Dorothée, Marion, Robi, Carine, Gil. Le 
cinéma, c'est avec Eric qu'on s'y est attelés, puis d'autre sont venus avec des vidéos 
et des dvd, des affiches, des archives, des paellas. 

Une nouvelle étape s'est ouverte quand le CIRA a été agréé pour faire travailler 
des «civilistes)): Chri a inauguré la série, puis il y a eu André, Flo, Fred, Luca,· 
Valerio, Isaac, un Julien, Olivier, Léonard, Ludo, Mayk, Jérémy, jusqu'à l'autre Fred 
qui rempile. Entre-deux, pour changer, Zilvia, Francesca, Simona ont fait des heures 
et des heures de travail, sans trop compter. Et Thomas, Isabel, Gabriel, de nouveaux 
stages. Et toujours de l'aide des Eric, Orange, Gianpiero et Michel, Francesco et 
Marta, Alain, Zabu, Nanda, Aga, Sara la relieuse, Mara, Sonde. Et tant d'amis de 
passage, et tant de personnes qui nous aident de loin, et peut-être tant de noms 
oubliés. Grâce à nous tous, vive le CIRA!

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NAISSANCE D'UNE BIBLIOTHÈQUE 

En tant que premier bibliothécaire de la collection du Centre International de 
Recherches sur l' Anarchisme et seul survivant des premiers collaborateurs de cette 
entreprise (tour à tour ont disparu Henri Robert, Giovanni Gozzi, André Bôsiger), 
je suis, en même temps, le premier et le dernier à pouvoir en parler. 

Le premier siège de la bibliothèque fut au 24 bis, avenue Henri-Dunant, sur la 
plaine de Plainpalais à Genève, dans le grenier d'une bâtisse de deux étages située 
sur cour. Notre mécène, André Bôsiger, tout en n'ayant guère le goût de la lecture 
et n'ayant surtout pas le temps de s'y consacrer, partageait avec nous le culte du 
livre et ce fut lui qui obtint de l'ancien camarade Alex Burtin (propriétaire de 
l'immeuble) la pièce supplémentaire qu'il nous fallait ajouter au petit appartement 
que je louais (pour un loyer symbolique) à l'étage inférieur. 

Le fonds de départ était constitué par ce qui restait de la bibliothèque per­
sonnelle de Louis Bertoni, soit au 6, rue des Savoises (chez son ancienne logeuse) 
soit chez Henri Robert, ancien camarade horloger à Neuchâtel, où nous nous 
rendîmes avec le regretté Giovanni Gozzi (avec qui j'avais beaucoup d'atomes 
crochus). La famille Robert nous accueillit à bras ouverts, nous aida à charger la 
voiture et nous offrit une contribution (200 francs suisses?), la première que nous 
reçûmes pour notre initiative. Le « Fonds Robert» contenait les ouvrages appar­
tenant à l'ancienne Bibliothèque Germinal du groupe franco-italien du Réveil 
Anarchiste. Les volumes étaient surtout en italien et en français et il y avait de 
tout: grammaires, dictionnaires, romans, pièces de théâtre, biographies, etc. Nous 
vendîmes (et, surtout, nous achetâmes nous-mêmes) tout ce qui n'était pas anar­
chiste, pour alimenter la caisse, ce qui nous permit, plus tard, de nous assurer un 
peu plus d'espace en louant le local au n° 11 de la rue des Granges, où nous 
déménageâmes ( 1 ), lorsque la collection prit de l'importance. 

Le «Fonds Bertoni » était composé surtout de nombreux ouvrages et pério­
diques en plusieurs exemplaires: l'édition italienne de La Grande Révolution de 
Kropotkine (dont nous découvrîmes ensuite qu'elle avait été traduite par Benito 
Mussolini, ce qui nous fut confirmé par la découverte d'une carte postale du triste 
individu, adressée à Bertoni et lui réclamant ses honoraires pour la tâche accom­
plie), les Statuts de l' AIT de Berlin, la collection des brochures éditées clandes­
tinement pendant la guerre par le Réveil Anarchiste, une brochure de Leverdays, 
des cartes postales reproduisant des portraits de Kropotkine et de Bakounine, etc. 

Nous commençâmes également à visiter les antiquaires et à leur acheter des 
brochures rares et des manuscrits. Parmi ces derniers, je signalerai un cahier de 
poésies de la main de James Guillaume et des lettres de Jean Grave (écrites alors 
qu'il était incarcéré à Sainte-Pélagie) à Octave Mirbeau et à Camille Pissarro, un 
collaborateur artistique et financier de ses initiatives. 

André Bôsiger, infatigable, continua de rendre visite aux camarades âgés (je me 
souviens du tailleur italien Pio Martini et du camarade français Jean Carriat) qui, 
à leur tour, lui signalaient quels camarades décédés avaient laissé des veuves 
susceptibles de posséder et de bien vouloir céder (gratuitement ou non) des fonds 
de documents. La manne nous tomba dessus lorsque nous « héritâmes » du Fonds 
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Gross-Fulpius de Madame Elisabeth Gross-Fulpius, qui nous céda ce qm eta1t 
encore en sa possession des archives et de la bibliothèque de son défunt mari 
(décédé 34 ans auparavant) (2), contenant des merveilles au point de vue corres­
pondance (lettres d'E. Armand, Louis Bertoni, des frères Bonneff, Lucien Des­
caves, Sébastien Faure, Luigi Galleani, Nella Giacomelli, William Morris, Max 
Nettlau, Elisée Reclus, Paul Robin, etc.) et des collections d'anciens périodiques: 
La Révolte, Les Temps Nouveaux, /;Assiette au Beurre, Le Père Peinard, La 
Feuille, Le Révolté, etc. 

L'importance de nos collections s'accrut ensuite considérablement grâce aux 
apports de l'étranger. Nous récupérâmes les archives de CRIA (la Commission de 
Relations de l'Internationale Anarchiste) conservées par Ildefonso Gonzalez à 
Paris, celles du SPRI (Secrétariat provisoire aux Relations Internationales) 
préservées par André Prunier Prudhommeaux à Versailles, celles de la Commission 
Internationale Anarchiste (issue du Congrès International de Londres de 1958), de 
Noir et Rouge gardées par Christian Lagant dans la banlieue parisienne, d'Ernest 
Juin plus connu sous le nom d'E. Armand (un de nos membres d'honneur, avec qui 
je correspondais d'Italie depuis les années quarante) qui était mécontent du traite­
ment que l'Institut français d'histoire sociale avait réservé aux premières caisses de 
documentation cédées, du Comité Régional de la CNT en exil de Paris, etc. 

Ces succès français encouragèrent les vieux camarades suisses et on put bientôt 
inaugurer un Fonds Frigerio, un Fonds Bôsiger ... 

Il ne faudrait pas passer sous silence les contrats (3) que nous établîmes, à 
l'époque, avec les autres bibliothèques de Genève. Nous en signâmes avec la 
Bibliothèque Publique et Universitaire, avec celle des Nations Unies et nous étions 
en pourparlers avec la Société de Lecture (notre voisine dans la vieille ville). Nous 
encouragions les chercheurs, locaux ou résidant à l'étranger, à consulter nos 
ouvrages par le truchement du système du Prêt interurbain et certains y firent 
recours. Parmi les résidents de Genève, je me souviens seulement de quelques noms 
parmi les premiers lecteurs «professionnels » : Bert Andreas et Marc Vuilleumier. 

Au local de la rue des Granges, nous avions suffisamment d'espace pour trier 
les matériaux reçus et je fus vite aidé par un noyau de collaborateurs bénévoles. 
Parmi ceux-ci je me souviens de quelques noms: Alex « Sacho » Alexiev, Christo 
Pavlov, Alain et Josette Lepère, André Bernard, Jean-Jacques Langendorf, Alain 
Thévenet, Marianne Martin, Claude Zveiger, Ivan lvanov, Giovanni Gozzi, Jean­
Pierre Krief, mais je sais que j'en oublie. De Lausanne, toujours bienvenues, 
venaient parfois Marie-Christine (qui, de loin, s'occupait déjà de la section scan­
dinave par des correspondances, des traductions et des comptes rendus de livres) 
et même, déjà, Marianne, les futures « mères » du CIRA. 

Nous recevions également beaucoup de visites de courtoisie de la part de curieux, 
d'étudiants, de journalistes, de membres ou futurs membres (Armand Mastrangel.o, 
Jean-Claude Favez, Adrien Muller, etc.) de camarades de passage (Guy Bourgeois, 
Clément Fournier, Jean Ramay, Jean-Jacques Lebel, etc.), de membres d'honneur 
(Carlos M. Rama, Helmut Rüdiger, Daniel Guérin, Albert Meister). 

Au fur et à mesure que nous complétions les collections, nous les faisions relier 
en Haute-Savoie. Je pense que c'était Alain Thévenet qui s'en occupait. Quelqu'un 
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eut l'idée de créer des codes de couleurs et chaque langue en avait un: cela, 
pensions-nous, nous aiderait à mieux repérer les volumes sur les étagères. Nous 
étions toujours occupés à déballer, trier, traduire, translittérer, répondre à la 
correspondance, recevoir les visiteurs-chercheurs, rédiger le Bulletin, ronéoter, 
copier des adresses, affranchir et sceller des enveloppes, chercher des articles, aller 
faire des photocopies, etc. 

À cinquante ans de distance, d'autres que nous exercent probablement les 
mêmes besognes, sans doute devenues plus aisées grâce à l'aide des ordinateurs et 
à l'espace disponible. Les conditions ont changé, les gens aussi, mais, sans doute, 
l'esprit reste le même: le sens d'une immense tâche à accomplir que personne ne 
verra jamais terminée.

LETTRE DES PAYS-BAS 

lk ben blij de 60er jaren te hebben meegemaakt en iets van de mentaliteit van die 
jarcn te hebben meegckregen. Dar laatste was niet zo vanzelfsprekend want ik was 
toen 10-15 jaar ouder dan degenen die die jaren hebben gemaakt, en had rot dan 
toe min of meer de gulden middenweg bewandeld, onder andere als medewerker 
op een scheepvaartkantoor in Rotterdam. Ik schrijf hct aan die mentaliteit van die 
jaren toe dat ik vrij grote dingen durfde te vragen aan mensen die ik nauwelijks 
kende, en dater mensen waren die dan geen « nce » zeiden. Mijn verzoeken waren 
prakties altijd aan « alternatieve » mensen gericht maar ik heb ook eens, toen het 
tijdens een lifttocht in Duitsland regende, aan een boer onderdak gevraagd, en die 
liet me zomaar in een schuur in het stro slapen (dat was zelfs toen al romantiek uit 
het verre verleden), schijnbaar zonder er zich om te bekommeren of ik misschien 
nog een sigaretje zou opsteken voordat ik ging slapen. Maar toen ik in de jaren '70 
per auto hoekwinkcls bezocht was het normaal voor mij om, ais het te ver was om 
voor de nacht naar huis te gaan, in een bezochte boekwinkel te vragen of ik bij hen 
kon overnachtcn. Ik weet nier altijd meer bij wie, maar ik heb zo overnacht bij 
mensen die ik vaak pas voor het eerst in mijn leven zag, in Tilburg, Gent, Londen, 
Nottingham, Glasgow, Edinburgh, Berlijn, Hamburg, en waarschijnlijk nog meer 
plaatsen. 

Om kort te gaan: ongeveer zo ben ik in 1971 voor het eerst op het CIRA 
terccht gekomcn. Nier per auto maar liftend na eerst per brief gevraagd te hebben 
of ze daar een tijdje onderdak voor me haddcn, omdat ik in Zwitserland werk 
wilde zoeken. Hoe ik het CIRA kendc weet ik nier meer maar ik was waar-
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schijnlijk lid. Het was meteen goed. In de loop van de tijd bemerkte ik dat Marie­
Christine een grote ervaring ais gastvrouw had. 

Het was nog in de tijd dat je de enige kandidaat kon zijn voor een arbeidsplaats 
en ik werkte in een mum van tijd ais verkoper in een Co-Op winkel in de stad. 

Of ik daar nier helemaal gelukkig was weet ik nier meer, maar al na een goede 
week vroeg Marie-Christine of ik nier op het CIRA wilde helpen in plaats van in 
die winkel. Ik had dat misschien in de weekends al een beetje gedaan. In ieder 
geval heb ik roen zo een paar weken boeken en tijdschriften gekatalogiseerd en 
ingeschreven op het CIRA. Op een gegeven moment kwamen echter twee jongeren 
een paar dagen bij Marie-Christine logeren die zeiden dat ze naar Zuid-Frankrijk 
gingen om met een parijse commune in de druivenpluk te werkcn. Dar moet mij 
geïnteresseerd hebben maa r ik wilde het CIRA nier in de steek laten. Marie­
Christine en Marianne vonden echter dat ik de gelegenheid te baat moest nemcn 
en zo vertrok ik toen naar de Pyreneeën. 

Dat verblijf was het eerste in een reeks, een keer heb ik er zelfs met vrouw en 
zoon onze vakantie doorgebracht. Ik werd er een beetje kind aan huis, vooral 
nadat mijn vrouw en ik gescheiden waren. 

De gastvrijheid en vrijgevigheid van Marie-Christine en Marianne en de inhoud 
van de bibliotheek zijn voor mij de grote ontdekkingen van mijn tijden op het 
CIRA geweest. Inhoudelijke ontdekkingen geloof ik op het CIRA nier gedaan te 
hebben. Ik heb een keer de erfenis in boeken en dokumcnten van ecn overleden 
kameraad kunnen uitzoeken en daarbij heb ik wel dingen in handen gehad die ik 
te interessant vond om ze nier speciaal aan Marie-Christine te laten zien, maar het 
waren geen stukken die een nieuw licht op de geschiedenis van de anarchistische 
beweging in Zwitserland of Frankrijk wierpen of zo, en ik ben vergetcn wat het 
waren. In ieder geval dced ik het bibliotheekwerk op het CIRA altijd met het 
grootste plezier. Ik leefde er. 

Ik had meer moeite toen me tijdens de afwerking van het nieuwe CIRA­
gebouwtje gevraagd werd de zijkant van de trap te verven. Het was winter en ik 
kan niet goed tegen de kou, zodat ik iedere twintig minuten moest stoppen. Dan 
wachtten warmte en Franco Venturi's boek over de tijd van de russiese narodniki 
en Bakoenin, en <lat was slecht voor mijn arbeidsprcstatie. 

Er zijn me nog wel een paar ervaringen bijgebleven met mensen die ik op het 
CIRA of in het huis van Marie-Christine heb leren kennen. 

Zo heb ik in het huis van Marie-Christine, waar we logeerden, op een nacht 
Frank Mintz een paar uur gezelschap gehouden terwijl hij de korte geschiedenis 
van de anarchie van Max Nettlau uit het spaans in het frans aan het vertalen was. 
Ongelooflijk zo snel ais die werkte. Het is waar ik <lat ik langzaam lees maar zijn 
vertalen ging ongeveer gelijk op met mijn vergelijkend lezen. Later hebben kwade 
tongen Frank enige serieuze slordigheden verweten. Zo « vertaalde » hij « Aia » 

met «Aix », terwijl « La Haye >>, Den Haag, bedoeld was. Misschien had ik daar 
mede schuld aan maar ik herinner me de passage nier. 

Op het CIRA heb ik ook Anna Staudacher leren kennen, voor mij ook een 
symbool van de mentaliteit van de jaren '60. Toen ze eens op het Internationaal 
Instituut voor Sociale Geschiedenis in Amsterdam gegevens zocht voor voor de een 



bulletin 63, p. 7 

of andere srudie, zat ze uren onverstoorbaar over dokumenten gcbogen en nam ze 
alleen een pauze om met een zakje chocolaatjes bij de andere bezoekers rond te 

gaan. Het was niet de grote, half lege zaal van nu aan de Cruquiusweg maar het 
eerder intieme zaaltje aan de Herengracht, waar in die verre tijden (rond 1970) 
bijna geen stoel onbezet bleef. 

[version française] 

Je suis content d'avoir vécu les années 1960 et d'avoir absorbé une partie de leur 
mentalité. C'est, du moins, un élément que je retiens de ces années: que je n'avais 
pas honte de demander certaines faveurs et que certaines personnes étaient prêtes 
à les consentir. Je ne me vois plus demander à des personnes guère connues si elles 
peuvent me loger. Lorsque, pendant la deuxième moitié des années 1970, je 
circulais en voiture pour proposer de la littérature à des librairies, j'osais demander 
à certains libraires, «alternatifs» il est vrai, si je pouvais dormir chez eux. C'est 
ainsi que j'ai dormi chez des libraires individuels ou collectifs à Tilburg aux Pays­
Bas, à Londres, Glasgow, Nottingham, Edinburgh. Je ne me rappelle pas chez qui 
j'ai dormi pendant ces années à Berlin, Hambourg, Amsterdam, Gand, etc., et je 
ne veux pas me perdre dans des suppositions. 

Bref, c'est ainsi que j'ai commencé en 1971 à passer des nuits et des jours à 
Lausanne. Non pas en y passant en voiture, mais en écrivant une lettre. J'ai dû être 
membre (abonné?) du CIRA ou, peut-être, même pas. D'une façon ou d'une autre 
je savais l'existence du CIRA lorsque j'écrivis cette lettre. Je voulais travailler en 
Suisse et je demandai au CIRA si je pouvais être hébergé chez eux pendant quelque 
temps. Maintenant je trouverais cela impertinent mais, apparemment, pas à ce 
moment-là. Quoi qu'il en soit, Marie-Christine y consentit. Après, j'ai compris et 
vu que je n'étais pas la première ou la seule personne que Marie-Christine logeât. 
Quelquefois il y avait des familles entières. 

Je trouvai vite un emploi de vendeur dans un magasin Coop. Mais assez vite 
Marie-Christine, après avoir pris conseil de Marianne, me proposa de donner un 
coup de main au CIRA au lieu de travailler dans ce magasin. Si je me rappelle bien, 
j'ai accepté tout de suite. Mon travail était de cataloguer des livres et des 
périodiques. Je fis cela pendant quelques semaines. Puis vinrent quelques jeunes 
qui voulaient aller dans une commune de Parisiens qui travaillaient dans des 
vignes un peu au Nord des Pyrénées. La chose m'intéressait mais je ne voulais pas 
quitter le CIRA. Cependant, Marie-Christine et Marianne insistaient que je profite 
de l'occasion et je suis parti pour les Pyrénées. 

Ce séjour de 1971 ne fut pas le dernier. j'ai été de nombreuses fois au CIRA, 
une fois même en vacances avec ma famille. 

Mon contact intensif avec de la littérature anarchiste au CIRA m'a beaucoup 
aidé lorsqu'en 1973 je m'engageai dans la diffusion de littérature alternative. 

A part l'hospitalité et la générosité de Marie-Chrü:tine et de Marianne, je n'ai 
pas fait de découvertes à Beaumont. Une fois Marie-Christine m'a donné à trier 
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l'héritage en livres, lettres, etc., d'un camarade décédé, ce que je pris pour un 
témoignage de confiance. Je crois avoir fait ce travail honnêtement. 

j'avais plus de peine lorsqu'il y a quinze ans me fut confié le travail de peindre 
l'escalier du nouveau bâtiment en voie de construction pour le CIRA. C'était 
l'hiver et je ne pouvais travailler que pendant de courtes périodes, parce que je 
supporte mal le froid. Je me réchauffais en lisant le livre de Franco Venturi sur le 
populisme russe, c'est-à-dire le mouvement de gens comme les narodniki et Michel 
Bakounine. 

J'oublie une nuit passée à côté de Frank Mintz, qui traduisait la Brève histoire 
de /'anarchisme de Max Nettlau de l'espagnol en français. Une rapidité impossible. 
C'est vrai que je lis lentement, mais son travail allait plus ou moins de pair avec 
ma lecture comparative. Après, de mauvaises langues ont critiqué Frank pour des 
négligences. Mais que dire de son voisin de cette nuit ? 

Au CIRA j'ai aussi fait la connaissance d' Anna Staudacher, travailleuse 
imperturbable qui est pour moi aussi un symbole de la mentalité des années '60. 
Lorsqu'une fois elle consultait de la littérature à l'Institut d'Histoire Sociale 
d'Amsterdam, elle restait penchée sur des documents pendant des heures et prit 
seulement une pause pour faire le tour des autres chercheurs eet chercheuses avec 
un sachet de chocolats. Ce n'était pas dans l'actuelle grande salle de lecture 
presque vide au Cruquiusweg, mais dans la petite salle presque intime de la 
Herengracht où, en ce temps-là, peu de chaises restaient inoccupées.

Vega, Pierre Clastres, Claude Guillon et tant d'autres que je n'aurais rencontrés 
nulle part ailleurs. 
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En ce temps-là nous avons travaillé à organiser un festival «Cinéma et anar­
chie», qui a donné lieu à une brochure. Et en 1984, pour la rencontre de Venise, 
nous avons préparé et réalisé l'exposition «Histoire et géographie de l'anar­
chisme » et passé trois semaines hors du temps. 

J'ai déjà parlé des vieux mais je voudrais dire combien j'ai aimé André et 
Coucou, son épouse, toujours là dans les coups durs, comme « naturellement» 
courageux. Gaspard immense et toujours incognito dans son bleu et sous sa bâche 
avec ses petites lunettes rondes et son cabas sans fond, bavard à ne pouvoir se 
promener sans aborder et blaguer chacun(e); et puis aussi Gentile, le petit tailleur 
tessinois qui portait si bien son nom et fit le tour du monde pour fêter ses 80 ans. 
Lui qui avait rencontré Malatesta et en disait: «Il était plus petit que moi! »

CHI TROVA IL CIRA TROVA UN TESORO 

Il termine anarchia mi ha sempre affascinato, sin dalla mia adolescenza. Non c'è 
un vero perché, visto che ne conosco il significato solo da pochi anni. Nella Valle 
in cui sono cresciuto questa parola fa pensare essenzialmente ad un personaggio: 
a Marco Camenisch, noto libertario che ha scagliato la sua rabbia contro coloro 
che usano la natura e le persone per scopi puramente commerciali ed egoistici. 
Considerato un anarco-ecologista, Carnenisch, per me adolescente, ha incarnato 
l'eroe romantico; il ribelle, l'idealista che pur di rimanere coerente con le sue idee 
affronta le conseguenzc delle sue azioni. Gli atti compiuti da questo personaggio 
sono valutati in modo negativo dalla maggioranza degli abitanti della Val 
Poschiavo. Perché? La ragione, essenzialmente, sta nel fatto che chiunque osi 
mettere in discussione l'ordine costituito, la religione e la tradizione è visto corne 
un potenziale pericolo pubblico e corne tale va giudicato. Non voglio giustificare 
i suoi atti e le sue motivazioni (peraltro spiegate ncl libro che ne racconta le gesta: 
Achtung Banditen) ma già quando lessi la sentenza mi stupii di corne la giustizia 
reagisca in modo diverso a seconda dei reati commessi: nel caso di Camensich, ad 
esempio, per un attentato dinamitardo contro un traliccio dell'alta tensione ci fu 
una condanna a dieci anni di reclusione; in altri casi chi uccide un'altra persona 
puo avere diritto a diverse attenuanti (infermità mentale e alrro). 

Insomma: chi attacca direttamente Io Stato, mettendone in dubhio l'efficacia e 
l'imparzialità, subisce un trattamento molto più severo rispetto a chi danneggia il 
prossimo. Sentendo i giudizi definitivi e assoluti legati aile gesta di questo 
grigionese, colto e idealista, mi veniva voglia di fare il tifo per lui anche se non 
potevo valutare le sue azioni con cognizione di causa. Sarà stato il mio spirito di 
contraddizione? 0 corne diceva Fabrizio De André si trattava del bisogno di 
« andare in direzione ostinata e contraria » ? Solo in seguito e grazie al CIRA avrei 
trovato le riposte che cercavo. 

Il giorno in cui scoprii l'esistenza a Losanna di una centro di ricerca dedicato al 
tema dell' ANARCHIA, quel giorno è stato l'inizio di una fase nuova nella mia 
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vita. Per settimane ho cercato il coraggio di entrare in contatto con questo posto 
già mitico nonostante non Io conoscessi ancora. In quel periodo, di notre, mi 
capitava di sognarmi gli anarchici intenti a compiere sanguinosi attentati contra 
re, zar, principi e ricconi ! Mi rendo conto che i pregiudizi di cui vivevo schiavo 
facevano partorire al mio inconscio immagini molto lontane dalla rcaltà dei fatti. 

Per accedere alla biblioteca del CIRA si passa da un giardino: una sorta di 
paradiso terrestre pieno di piante, fiori e una serie di orti che tradiscono l'amore 
di chi se ne prende cura. Beaumont è veramente un'isola felice in mezzo ad un 
mare popolato di pescicane e barracuda. Chi ha avuto il privilegio di frequentare 
questo posto sa quanto sia difficile sfuggire al suo fascino ammaliatore ! 

Pochi mesi dopo aver fatto conoscenza con Marianne e gli «habitués» di 
Beaumont 24 ho scoperto che nella biblioteca avrei poruto assolvere i mcsi di 
servizio civile che mi mancavano per esserne esonerato definitivamente. Ho 
compilato la richiesta e poche settimane dopo mi è stata data risposta positiva. 
Durante questo periodo ho potuto farmi un'idea della quantità di libri, giornali, 
riviste, brochures, manifesti, audiovisivi conservati al CIRA: pcr visionare tutto 
quel materiale ci vorrebbero anni ! Le giornate di lettura, discussione, intro­
spezione passate in quei locali sono state per me una purificazione necessaria per 
liberarmi da idee stantie e da condizionamenti subiti sin dalla mia infanzia. Per me 
si è spalancata una finestra su di un mondo affascinante pieno di promesse.

REMEMBERING NATALIA PIRUMOVA 

Mikhail Tsovma 
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On April 8, ten years ago, Natalia Mikhai1ovna Pirumova (1923-1997), one of 
the best-known historians of the Russian anarchist and socialist movement, author 
of several books on Mikhail Bakunin, Piotr Kropotkin and Alexander Herzen, 
passed away. ( 1) 

*;. ... * 

1 have first encountered Natalia Pirumova on the occasion of the memorial 
meeting devoted to Mikhail Bakunin at the Herzen Museum in Moscow (April 26, 
1989). This was the first open celebration of the famous Russian rebel anarchist 
after several decades of oblivion in the USSR. Still a high school student then, but 
already an anarchist, I was thrilled to see such a number of people gathered to 
commemorate the dead Russian revolutionary - historians, philosophers, 
anarchists, members of the Bakunin family. I was familiar with the name of 
Pirumova even before this meeting, as her book on Bakunin from 1970 was on the 
list of recommended readings in my school anarchist group (which was established 
at the end of 1988, following the arrivai of history students from the Moscow 
Statc Pedagogical Institute who were also activists of Obschina, Moscow's first 
openly anarchist organization since the 1920s). 

It was impossible not to notice Pirumova - already an clderly woman, her hair 
starting to turn white, with dark, livcly and intelligent eyes. She intrigued with her 
simple, but bold dress, a black vest adorned by a vivid red necklace. We, of course, 
interpreted this particular combination of colors in an anarchist sense, and, as our 
later acquaintance with her has proven, we were not mistaken. (2) 

My diary of that time indicates that the speakers at the memorial meeting were, 
besicles N.M., Vladimir Pustarnakov (editor of two collections of Bakunin's 
writings publishcd in 1987 and 1989), Boris ltenberg (who presented a very 
official version of the Bakunin-Marx conflict), as well as somc young historians: 
Dmitry Oleinikov, Andrey Isayev and Yury Borisenok, all, in one way or another, 
students of Pirumova. 

( 1) Biographical data about N.Pirumova was mainly taken from the following publications: 
Pamjati M.A.Bakunina (Moskva, Institut ekonomiki Rossijskoj Akademii nauk, 2000; furrher 
referred to as 1, followed by page number); Michail Aleksandrovich Bakunin. Lichnost' i 
tvorchestvo (Moskva, Institut ekonomiki Rossijskoj Akademii nauk, 2005; referred to as Il) 
and Vladimir Sysoycv, Bakuniny (Tver', Sozvezdije, 2000; referred to as III). The former two 
volumes were published in limited circulation and are thus difficult to find in libraries. 
(2) She was known for her black dress already back in the 1950s. This, however, was due to a 
quite simple reason. As her long-time friend and fellow historian Eleonora Pavlyuchenko 
recalls, "the first meeting with her was unforgettable. A young, very beautiful woman, with 
straight dark black hair, worn as a bun on the crown of her head, in a very austere and tight 
black dress (an anarchist? a member of the Socialist Revolutionary Party?). Then, in obvious 
contrast to her almost ascetic looks: lively, curious eyes, with a kind expression, always ready 
to make contact. As for the black dress, it later turned out that it was ail Natalia Mikhailovna 
had in terms of 'good clothes' - we were ail very poor in those days. Regardless, the element 
of play in her behavior fascinated ... " (I-205) 
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I later met with Pirumova on quite a few occasions. First, because she lent me 
a helping hand in organizing other commemorative events for Bakunin and a lesser 
known Russian anarchist philosopher by the name of Alexey Borovoy (1875-
1935). And secondly, because she was the driving force behind the large 
international conference on Piotr Kropotkin which was held in December 1992 in 
Moscow, St.Petersburg and Dmitrov. Besicles that, we have met quite regularly on 
Kropotkin's birthday at his grave in the Novodevichye Cemetery in Moscow. It 
must have been during one of these meetings that Pirumova received her nickname 
of "grandmother of Russian anarchism". Despite of its obvious humorous over­
tones, the name conveyed only respect, since for many people the rediscovery of 
Russia's officially forbidden anarchism in the 1970s and 1980s had started with 
reading the sympathetic biographies of anarchists written by Pirumova. 

Although I cannot daim to have been a close friend of Natalia Pirumova, we 
had cordial relations, and she invited me to visit her both at home and at the 
Institute of Russian History, where she worked. Now I can only regret that our 
relationship and coopcration were rather fragmentary - I was not a historian, and 
activism as well as everyday life distracted me at the rime from paying proper 
attention to what essentially was our common interest, Mikhail Bakunin. Once I 
did, N.M. was already quite old and had suffered a stroke that had badly affected 
her memory. Nevertheless, she was still trying to do what she could. And while 1 
regret the missed opportunities to know her better, 1 am consoled by the fact that 
we have commonly started a project that continues well after her passing. 

It was largely thanks to her that we were able to get in touch with Georgy 
Tsyrg, a member of the Bakunin family, who was willing to sponsor our regular 
volunteer camps in Pryamukhino, the village where Bakunin was born. There we 
did some work on the conservation of the park and the remaining buildings. The 
restoration of the Bakunin family's house still requires sizeable investments, which 
cannot be met to this day. However, littlc by little, different activities were able to 
restore the spirit of the "Pyramukhino harmony" and allowed the birthplace of the 
famous anarchist to breathe life again. A small museum was finally opencd in 
2003. Volunteer (and largely anarchist) camps took place in Pryamukhino from 
1995 till 2001 and have since been replaced by annual Bakunin conferences. 
· I look at the photos from Pirumova's funeral and see a very old woman. 

However, this is not how I remember her at ail - even when the years were taking 
their toll and her strength was on the decrease, her eyes were always lit with a 
lively, youthful flame. And this is how we will remember our 'granny'. We can still 
recall her asking, standing by Kropotkin's grave: "Where is our flag?" 

1 was only able to discover the details of Pirumova's biography after she <lied, 
as reminiscences of her friends were published by the Kropotkin Commission (also 
established largely due to her efforts in the early 1990s). (See note 1) 

* * * 
Natalia Pirumova was born in the village of Smygalovka, in the Ryazan region, 
on August 20, 1923. Her family was trying to survive the hunger of the post­
revolutionary years in the countryside. 

Her mother, Olga Galitskaya, was from a noble Russian family, while her 
father, Mikhail Khachaturov, was Armenian and a member of the internationalist 
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wing of the Socialisr Revolurionary Party, which was opposed to Russia's 
participation in WWI. He was arrested the firsr rime before the Revolurion and 
sent into Siberian exile. Afrer the Revolurion, in 1924 or 1925, when Natalia was 
jusr about 2 years old, he was arrested again, rhis time by the Bolsheviks, and 
sentenced to 10 years of forced labor in the Northern camp of the Solovki islands. 
Khachaturov returned from captiviry only for a short rime in 1933, before he was 
arresred once more in August 1935. He was executed three years later. (3) 

There appcars to be a contradiction in the biographical notes on Pirumova as 
far as her patronymic is concerned - sometimes she is referred to as Natalia 
Iosifovna, sometimes (in later notes) as Natalia Mikhailovna. The difference is 
explained by the fact that in her passport she was named after her stepfather, Iosif 
Pirumov, while later she preferred to be called afrer her deceased father Mikhail 
Khacharurov, whose memory she cherished. "When asked why in some documents 
she is referred to as Mikhailovna, while in orhers as Iosifovna, she used to joke: 
'Probably I'm an illegal daughter of Iosif Stalin."' (Il-273) 

In the early 1930s, Pirumova's family moved to Moscow. But sometime before 
1940, her morher was arrested and sent into exile in Kazakhstan. Natalia now 
lived with relatives. Her mother's noble origin and the fact that her parents were 
imprisoned deprived her of almost any possibility to enter university. However, 
when she evacuated to Uzbekisran during WWII, she somehow managed ro enter 
the evening department of the Tashkenr Pedagogical Institute. She finished her 
education in just two and a half years, taking external exams. While in Tashkent 
she was able to attend lectures of some of the best Soviet historians and philo­
logists who also found themselves evacuated. 

In 1946, Natalia managed to return to Moscow where she lived with her sister. 
She started working as a schoolteachcr and later, in 1953, as an editor at Gospoli­
tizdat (a political Soviet publishing house). However, she did not last long there. 
After one of her colleagues denounced her for telling "anti-Soviet anecdotes", she 
was dismissed. . 

With a lirtle help from her friends, she ended up becoming an editor in a large 
publishing house, the Great Soviet Encyclopedia (BSE), where she worked for the 
history department and prcpared the recent history volumes of the Soviet 
Historical Encyclopedia. As her friend Eleonora Pavlyuchenko recalls, "in those 
years this publishing house has given shelter to many well-qualified specialists 
from among the 'freethinkers', 'cosmopolitans' and other 'politically unreliable' 
groups who were kicked out of universities and other institutions. The relatively 
liberal conditions in the publishing house allowed for - although quite limitcd -
alternative perspectives on certain events of Russian history, especially with regard 

(3) Natalia learnt about her father's prison years only later from Dmitry Likhachev, a famous 
Soviet literature professor, who was imprisoned in Solovki together with Khachaturov. 
Likhachev recalled that Khachaturov was first imprisoned in the 1920s on criminal charges 
- he had embezzled state money and had unsuccessfully tried to escape from Armenia to 
Turkey. Vasily Antonov, Natalia Pirumova's colleague and long-time fricnd, recalls that 
during one of the short thaws in Soviet history, Pirumova was allowed to read her father's 
case and discovered that he had been a secret correspondent of a liberal Russian newspaper, 
published by Pavel Milyukov in Paris from 1921 to 1940. (l-201) 
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to the period preceding the formation of the Soviet Union. And to a great extent 
it was N.M. Pirumova who made such perspectives the base of her work." (1-206) 

In 1954, Natalia successfully completed her "Candidate of Sciences" degree in 
history with a thesis on Herzen's Views on Russia's Historical Process. Two years 
later the dissertation was published as a book. It was Russian socialists and 
anarchists - Alexander Herzen, Mikhail Bakunin, Piotr Kropotkin, later also Leo 
Tolstoy - as well as the zemstvo system that became Pirumova's main interests, 
both academically and personally. Those who knew her well, recall that Pirumova 
chose "ber 'heroes' not only based on research interests, but also because she felt 
connected to their ideas." (1-206) 

In 1962, Natalia Pirumova started to work at the USSR History Institute and 
became an editor of the Istoricheskiye Zapiski journal. In the 1960s and 1970s, 
her name gained notoriety among the liberal-minded intelligentsia in the USSR 
because of her cooperation with the Prometey historical journal, in which she 
published several articles on Bakunin and Kropotkin. 

In 1966, her first book on Bakunin was published, followed by a more 
extensive volume in 1970, which was printed in the popular "Life of Remarkable 
People" series. For her unorthodox treatment of Mikhail Bakunin, which in some 
ways contradicted official Soviet Marxism, she was subjected to "a negative 
ideological and political book review in the Kommunist magazine." (Il-302) 
However, both her book and the negative review in the official communist organ 
contributed to ber growing popularity among the critically thinking intelligentsia. 
Her next book on Kropotkin (1972) also became a significant event in Soviet 
history and an esteemed study of an anarchist well-forgotten in his home country 
for many years. 

In 1980, Pirumova wrote her doctoral dissertation at the Institute of USSR 
History entitled The Liberal Zemstvo Movement, its Social Origins and Evolution 
(the dissertation was based on a book and several articles she had published 
earlier). As Sergey Udartsev, one of her younger colleagues and students writes, 
"her doctorate thesis was not devoted to her main interest. She has studied the 
history of the zemstvo and liberalism with curiosity as the history of social 
activities of the intelligentsia, their service to justice and the social good. Yet, the 
study was not a voluntary one and it kept her from doing what she would have 
really wanted to do: researching the lives, activities and works of the famous 
theorists and practitioners of anarchism: M. Bakunin, P. Kropotkin, and L. Tolstoy 
( ... ). She used to say that she likes liberals, that liberals are nice people, but that 
studying them bored her and that she was much more attracted to the study of 
anarchism. This was her true vocation." (JI-266) 

We can probably agree with Udartsev when he writes that "an organic synthesis 
of anarchism ( ... ) with liberalism, which tends to put sometimes 'sky-high' ideals 
of anarchism clown to earth ( ... ) was for her a natural ( ... ) direction of thought." 
(II-308) However, in her letters she also expressed strong reservations towards 
liberalism. Writing in 1979 on the Soviet liberal intelligentsia that she was 
working with, she noted: "1 live among liberals now. 1 can't say that their company 
is bad, but they lack the ability to fly." (11-325) Throughout her life, Pirumova was 
equally sympathetic to the prudent, rational Alexander Herzen who "possessed 
the talent to understand and sympathize with reality" and the ardent, impatient, 
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militant, and rebellious Mikhail Bakunin. (4) 
Pirumova started to present her studies of the liberal zemstvo movement to a 

wider audience during the perestroika when prospects of local self-management 
were increasingly debated in Russia. She spoke at conferences and wrote articles 
which discussed the historical experience of self-management in the country. 

So far, we have mainly spoken about the official and known parts of Pirumova's 
biography. However, there is an 'unofficial' part as well. It includes a sort of 
literary salon that existed in N.M.'s house, where an informai group of scholars 
on Russia's liberal and socialist history met to discuss their works (5), as well as 
her cooperation with the historical and literary group Vozrozhdeniye ("Revival" 
or "Renaissance") (6), and finally her friendship with political prisoners (including 
anarchists and socialists) who survived the Gulag. 

Throughout the 1980s, Pirumova continued her research on famous Russian 
anarchists, tried to publish some works by Bakunin and Kropotkin (neither had 
been published in Russian since the 1920s and '30s, and their works were largely 
held in special library sections, inaccessible to the general public), made efforts to 
persuade the officiais to re-open the Kropotkin museums in Moscow and Dmitrov, 
and greatly contributed to the establishment of a Bakunin museum in 
Pryamukhino (which finally opened in 2003). 

It was also during the first half of the 1980s that she worked on two new books 
- on Bakunin and Herzen respectivcly - which remained unpublished for several 
years. In September 1986 she wrote in a letter to Udartsev: '"Bakunin' rests 
unpublishcd for the second year already and it will do so for many more years, I'm 
afraid. That's at Nauka [publishing house]. At Mysl [another publishing house] 
rests 'Herzen', for the first year so far." (II-354) It was only during the perestroïka 
that the books finally came out. The one on Herzen was printed in 1989, the 
Social Doctrine of Bakunin in 1990. Just like her book on Bakunin from 1970, 
this latter study became one of the most significant contributions on Bakunin 
published in Russian. It focused on the origins of Bakunin's social and philo­
sophical ideas and his influence on Russian thought and Russia's revolutionary 
movement. One has to bear in mind that this book, although published at the 
height of the perestroïka, had already bcen written several years earlier, when the 
ideological pressures of the dominant communist ideology were very strong and 
certain bows before official Soviet Marxism unavoidable. 

The disappearance of strong ideological restrictions and the democratization of 
social life during the perestroïka finally created possibilities for the realization of 
Pirumova's projects. (7) In the late 1980s and early 1990s, she contributed

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extensively to different historical journals and newspapers, publishing articles on 
the history of the zemstvo system and her bcloved anarchists. 

"In the lare 1980s and early 1990s, Natalia Mikhailovna had many projects 
and plans, and she worked in many different directions," Udartsev writes. "She 
was suddenly sought after by everybody ( ... ). Different journals asked for her 
articles. On the eve of the disintegration of the USSR and amidst the spread of 
chaos, the interest for anarchism and its theorists was growing everywhere. 
Natalia Mikhailovna could not respond to ail the requests for contributions she 
received and passed some of them on to friends whom she thought could do the 
work well." (II-290, 293) However, the events of 1991 and Russia's financial 
collapse lead to the closure of many publishing houses and did not allow different 
projects to corne about. Thus, for example, Kropotkin's Mutual Aid was never 
published. 

Nonetheless, N.M. managed to see many of her plans through - with her active 
participation, the first conference devoted to Bakunin in Russia since the 1920s 
was held in Kalinin (now Tver') in 1989, and a large international conference on 
Kropotkin followed in 1992. Other projects were harder to realize, for example 
the Kropotkin museums. The new times turned out to be almost as 
unaccommodating to her heroes as the old ones were - even if for different 
reasons. 

During this period, Pirumova also cooperated with Memorial, an NGO 
established to study and spread information about political repression in the 
USSR. Together with the group, she organized a conference on the history of 
resistance in the Gulag, and helped edit and publish several collections of memoirs 
of former Gulag prisoners. The restoration of historical truth and the memory of 
victims of political repression were of utter importance to her. This was directly 
linked to her own biography. Long before glasnost, she was brave enough to meet 
with people who had just returned from Gulag camps in order to learn from them 
the history that the ruling party tried to dcny and hide. One of thcse people, a 93-
year old woman, a member of the Socialist Revolutionary Party who would live 
long enough to attend Pirumova's funeral, recalled Natalia Pirumova as she had 
first met her in the mid-1950s, young and afraid of nothing, attending the 
gatherings of former prisoners: "[With people like her] we stopped thinking of 
ourselves as outcasts, forever excluded from society by Stalin." (1-217) 

As Udartsev notes, "this is~ue was connected to her own biography and has 
never ceased to attract her attention. Her studies of the people involved in the 
Russian liberation movement of both liberal and anarchist tendencies and her later 
interest in the activities of Memorial had a common denominator - a critical and 
negative attitude towards the violent, punitive activity of the state, the prosccution 
of the freedom of thought, and the [violation] of human rights in order to pursue 
the intcrests of those in power ( ... ). For her, the study of the history of the 
liberation movement and the struggle against the legacy of the Gulag were 
inseparable." (II-291) 

She also assisted in the publication of some literary works which were 
previously banned in the USSR (namely the books of Mikhail Osorgin). 

But the years were taking their roll. In 1997, N.M. died. On a cold and gloomy 
April day wc came to the Mitinskoye Cemetery on the outskirts of Moscow to 
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attend her funeral. Many people assembled there, those who had known and loved 
her, both old and young. Later we gathered at her house and started to share ou 
memories - of her as a colleague, a brilliant historian, a wonderful person, 
'granny' ... ln these recollections the grief over our loss was partially relieved. 

·~ ** 
Her portrait would remain unfinished without a description of the type of person 
she was, even if many of her characteristics are already evident from her 
biography. Everybody who encountered her could not help noting her joyous 
character, her warmth and informaliry, her responsiveness and kindness, her 
readiness to help. "What was most attractive about her and what also commanded 
respect, was that her troubled biography had not made her bitter, but had, on the 
contrary, led to a determination to help the weaker, to share what she had with 
generosity," hcr friend Vasily Antonov wrote. (I-201) These personal qualities of 
her were directly linked to her innate sense of freedom. 

One of her closest and oldest friends recalled that even back in the 1950s, 
Natalia "stood out among her colleagues because of her absolute lack of 
inhibition, her independence of judgment and the absence of any servility towards 
superiors, something which was striking during the times of Soviet intimidation." 
(I-206) (8) 

At the same time, N.M. was known for her respectful attitude towards people, 
evcn rhose whose opinions she did not share, and for her tolerance, induding a 
tolerance for others' weaknesses. Her colleagues noted her ability to combine both 
adherence to principles and the art of avoiding conflict. Antonov wrote: "Strange 
as it may seem, I cannot recall a single serious conflict between N.M. Pirumova 
and authors [whose works she edited for publication] - although some of them 
were distinguished and ambitious - or people who reviewed her works, or even 
the administration of the publishing house. Probably this was due to her scholarly 
distinction, her editorial skills and tact." (I-206) 

Besicles carrying out her own research, N.M. actively helped young historians. 
One of her prodigies later wrote that "many young people came to her. They 
brought their dissertations, rheses or articles. Many of them had their own 
academic tutors who worked very formally. But the young people wanted a real 
evaluation of their work, real advice and guidance. This is why they came to 
Natalia Mikhailovna, who never refused ro help." (1-208-209) A part from over 20 
post-graduate students who she tutorcd before they successfully defended rheir 
rheses, she helped dozens of other Soviet and foreign students and researchers by 
providing her professional advice. 

"Not being the most gifted public speaker, she demonstrated such a grace, 
freedom and depth of mind, such humor and infectious love of life, such openness 
and benevolence, rhat she remains in people's memories not [only] as a scholar, but 

(8) These qualities - liveliness, activism and innate freedom - were also characteristics of her 
father.

Sergey Udartsev also notes that Pirumova "was a very persuading person. This 
did not rely on the positions she occupied, and was not formai but factual. It was 
built on her morality, philosophy, and social skills." (II-308) 

One of the places where her social skills flourished, was Pirumova's own house. 
"The hospitable house of Pirumova was always packed with people," a close 
friend recalled. "Colleagues, historians, philosophers, artists, doctors, former 
political prisoners and emigrants, truth-seekers from provincial towns, promising 
young people and lonely women ... Many people sought consolation, support or 
help there. And they found it." (1-207) 

"Usually the conversations began in her living room and were continued in the 
kitchen," writes Udartsev. "Sometimes they would later return to the living room, 
to the bookshelves and the manuscripts ... At the [kitchen] table there was usually 
some liqueur, often made by Natalia Mikhailovna herself, and some small glasses. 
But 1 can't remember a single case when somebody drank too much. Drinking 
liqueur was a custom, it was clone little by little ... Often Natalia Mikhailovna 
would propose a toast, her favorite one being: 'For your and our freedom!"' (II-
274-275) 

One of her students wrote that in the 1990s, "N.M. was probably the last 
person in Moscow whom you could visit without a preceding telephone call, and 
the doors of her flat remained unlocked (sic!)." (I-211) 

"What always impressed was that Natalia Mikhailova held on to her values in 
spite of the times. Cautiously, yct dctermined, she rcsurrected whole eras of 
Russian history from oblivion. Latcr, when the pressures of state ideology were 
lifted, she took a lot of pleasure in restoring these lost memories to the degree that 
her health and energy allowed ... " (1-215) 

Pirumova's name is undoubtedly among those of the most rcvcred historians who 
studied the life and legacy of Mikhail Bakunin and other anarchists and 
participants in the Russian liberation movement. If one thinks about the 
circumstances in which Pirumova worked, hcr scientific interests also take on a 
tint of personal moral and political choice. 

Historians in the USSR had to work under dramatically different circumstances 
chan their colleagues in the West, with their works subjccted to censorship and the 
archives and books of anarchists and other opponents of the communist autocracy 
banned and hidden in secret library storerooms. Choosing "controversial" 
subjects for your research could in itself hinder your career as a Soviet scholar. 

Pirumova, however, managed to write and publish honest books about her 
bcloved heroes even under the pressure of censorship. 

Indeed, her biography of Bakunin, published in 1970 during the period of the 
so-called "Brezhnevist stagnation", is still one of the best Russian books on the 
topic. With the exception of a few pages on the Marx-Bakunin conflict within the 
First International in which she had to pay lip-service to the Marxist doctrine, the 
book is a very comprehensive and sympathetic look at the controversial man that 
Mikhail Bakunin was. Pirumova even managed to criticize Marx (without 
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specifically naming him) as the editor of the Neue Rheinische Zeitung for the 
unscrupulous story that suggested that Bakunin was an agent of the Russian tsar. 
Likewise, she did not shy away from questioning the ethics and methods of the 
allies of Marx and Engels who 'investigated' the Nechayev affair or the activities 
of the Alliance. (9) The book was later translated into different languages. (10) 

When Pirumova worked on her books, there existed the unwritten Soviet rule 
that scholars who wanted to ensure the publication of their works had to make 
regular references to the Marxist canon and criticize "non-Marxist" ideas. But, as 
one of her colleagues writes, "she [N.M.] would rather not write something or avoid 
discussing a subject than write anything that would contradict her own beliefs. Of 
course she, too, was forced to make the occasional obligatory reference to the 
classics of Marxism-Leninism or tame her judgments of the deeds or thoughts of her 
heroes; but she did this thoughtfully and with measure, mostly by making them 
appear less critical within a complex presentation of their work." (11-272-273) 

She passed this approach on to her students. On the one band, she wrote to a 
younger colleague in 1983: "I don't advise you to walk on the razor's edge. The 
tone of your writing should be academic, reasonable and based on argumentation, 
and no refutations after each phrase of Kr[opotkin]! There is place for that in the 
preface, at the end of individual chapters or in the afterword." (11-277) At the 
same rime, she taught younger scholars not to compromise their conscience for the 
academic and ideological authorities on whom the acccptance of their 
dissertations or the publications of their manuscripts relied: "Whether 'they' are 
afraid or not should not be your concern - your only concern should be to remain 
an honest scholar." (11-345) 

Pirumova closely followed the work of her foreign colleagues, although even 
the most notable books sometimes traveled a long way before they reached the 
library collections in the USSR. She was watching the publications of A. Lehning, 
M. Confino, T. Bacounine, J. Catteau and others closely, and tried to inform the 
Soviet readers about relevant releases. But even a simple review of a foreign book 
published on Bakunin was not always possible to place in Soviet historical 
journals. "As for our hero," she wrote in one of her letters in 1976, the 100th 
anniversary of Bakunin's death, "there will be nothing in his remembrance in our 
press. Even my review of [his] ·Archive' - the one that I gave you to read - [will 
not be published]. (11) As for me, I'm writing an article requested by a Canadian­
American journal and approved by my office." (II-314)

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From 1981 on, Pirumova tried hard to publish various works by Bakunin in 
Russian, for example those published by Arthur Lehning, which were written at 
the rime of his work on the Knouto-Germanic Empire and the Social 
Revolution. 

In 1983, she and her colleagues handed in a written request for the publication 
of two volumes of Bakunin's works. The first response was negative. By the end 
of the year, however, the officiais' attitude had changed: "And now our news. 
Unexpectedly it was decided at the very top to publish Bak[unin} - ( ... ) 'for 
academic libraries' only. Also Krop[otkin] in two volumes (I had requested Mutual 
Aid and Ethics). Also Freud, Solovyev, Slavophiles and others. Bak[unin] will be 
published first. In July [1984] the text should be given to the editor. Pustarnakov 
is doing this. He aims to translate ·consideration philosophique sur le phantome' 
and other appendices to the Knouto-Germanic Empire himself and do all the other 
work. ( ... )The prînt run of these books will only be 1.500 copies, they will hardly 
be sold in the bookstores at ail." (II-345) The process proved long and 
complicated, though - only in 1987, Vladimir Pustarnakov finally managed to 
publish excerpts from some of Bakunîn's works, and only the philosophical pieces, 
with all references to politics and Marxism omitted. The publication of some 
major works by Bakunin became possible only in 1989, for the first rime since the 
1930s. Pustarnakov's thorough and sympathetic preface to the 1987 collection of 
philosophical writings - "M.A. Bakunin as a Philosopher" - was another 
significant contribution to the return of Bakunin to the Russian readership. 

N.M. was also active (and successful) in retrieving historical documents and 
relies of the Bakunin family. The fact that - unfortunately after her death - the 
Bakunin Museum was opened in Pryamukhino in 2003 was duc to her earlier 
efforts to find the remains of the Pryamukhino archive in the 1970s and '80s. After 
the revolution in 1917, the contents of the archive were spread out between 
Moscow, Leningrad and Tver' (then Kalinin), with some parts disappearing during 
the civil war. N.M. also found the remaining members of the Bakunin family, 
helped recover historical relies from them for the museum collection, and allowed 
the first Bakunin family exhibition to take place in 1987 in the Tver' State 
Museum. 

Pirumova not only helped gather relies and documents, but also individuals 
willing to uncover forgotten pasts and help restore the memory of people who 
were dear to her. Vladimir Sysoyev, a scholar of the local history of the Tver' 
region and the Bakunin family, who first met Pirumova in 1978, recalls: "She was 
an amazing woman: Being a professor of history, she spoke to me, at the time a 
young scholar of local Tver' history, as an equal. She patiendy explained to me, 
who lacked education in hîstory, things that should have been well-known to any 
historian. She could talk very compellingly ( ... ) about her search for historical 
relies of the Bakunin family which wcre scattered all over the world. Natalia 
Mikhailovna spent a lot of energy on getting Pryamukhino restored: she wrote 
articles, gave interviews, met with [local and regionalJ administration, and 
participated in all possible events." (III-419) 

Among other things Pirumova also tried to find the lost archive of Yury Steklov, 
probably the most renowned Soviet historian who studied Bakunin. Yury Steklov 
(1873-1941) published four volumes of Bakunin's collected works and 
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correspondence in 1934-35, but was later arrested. The other volumes might have 
been finished by that time, but his archive could never be located. In the course of 
trying to find it, N.M. was able to contact his son, Vladimir Yuryevich Steklov, 
who also was trying to recover his father's documents. Vladimir Steklov died in 
1981. In one of Pirumova's letters we read: "On September 18 [V.Yu.] Steklov 
<lied. He was buried at the Kuntsevskoye Cemetery [in Moscow]. I spoke to [his 
widow] S.F. She tries to get by. Shc sorts out his papers, but 1 decided not to talk 
about thcm now. He was contacted by that institution [the KGB] about a week 
before his death. An officer came in person. He was rather nice. Said that no traces 
of Yu.M. 's archive could be found, but that the library had supposedly been 
donated by Yu.M.'s wife to the Central Committee [of the Communist Party] in 
1941. She herself <lied in [19]42. I will try to find this [library]. If what this man 
said is true, it can only be in the IMEL [Institute of Marx-Engels-Lenin, affiliated 
with the Central Committee of the CPSU]. So far, I could not find out anything 
about Turkos [Yury Steklov's colleague who attended to Bakunin's corres­
pondence ]. They didn't find her [persona!] card in the department [of the IMEL] 
or didn't want to find it. So far, 1 haven't had time to go to the History Library. In 
the catalogue of the Lenin Library she is not mentioned." (Il-329) (12) 

Pirumova also tried hard to publish Kropotkin's works and to re-establish the 
Kropotkin museums in Moscow and Dmitrov. (13) ln a letter dated February 1983 
she wrote: "The [idea of] the Kropotkin Museum in Dmitrov received support, but 
at the last moment the [Moscow] Regional Committee [of the Communist Party] 
asked for the official decision of the Central Committee. A letter was sent there on 
Fcbruary 8. Let's hope that by Women's Day the Geog[raphical] Soc[iety] will get 
some response. But 1 don't expect it to be positive." (Il-340) The case was indeed 
moving very slowly - if at all: "What will happen with the museum is not clear. 
So far, the scientific department of the MC [Moscow City Communist Party 
Committee] has rcquested information on what we plan to exhibit in the museum. 
We have compiled references to literary and revolutionary activities [of Kropotkin] 
and expressed our desire to restore the interior of the London cabinet and some 
living rooms based on different fonds (Revolution Museum and Literature

Two 
distinguished acadernics (Yanshin and Gilyarov) agreed to participate, but 
acadernics of the social sciences refuse. And various parts of the cornrnission's 
ideology are not quite clear ... " (II-344 ) 

*** 
Although Pirurnova was a renowned specialist on Bakunin, Herzen and 
Kropotkin, it would be wrong to say that she was a specialist on the history of the 
Russian and international anarchist rnovernent as such. The rimes and 
circurnstances of her work prevented her frorn studying rhis history in detail. 
Nevertheless, she was one of the few biographers of her 'heroes', who was really 
able to understand both their psychological features and motives, and the 
historical circurnstances in which they acted. 

"Sorne of the episodes of Bakunin's biography or his cornrnents on Marxisrn 
she had to avoid or delicately conceal, but as a whole, her book, for the first time 
after 40 years of oblivion, returned to the Russian readers the narne of one of the 
rnost farnous revolutionaries and philosophers, of the creator of anarchist theory 
and a dominant influence on several generations who fought for the freedorn of 
the individual around the world," wrote Vladimir Sysoycv in his book on the 
Bakunin farnily in 2002. (III-418) This praise of her work, which cornes frorn an 
author writing in the 2 lst century, is a good example of the rnany contributions 
she will be rernernbered for.
